4.	 Please do not add any plastics, 
tin foil, Styrofoam or glass to the 
compost.

5.	 Empty your organics into the large 
green dumpster at the end of the 
food vendor lot.

Wooden Pallets, Wood Boxes, Chopsticks and Lumber Scraps
(untreated, unpainted, unstained - Nails Okay)

Fruits and Vegetables Dairy and Eggs

Bread, Pasta, and Rice Meat and Bones

Seafood and Shells
